Subscribers 
are guaranteed after-show caba-
ret reservations on the night they 
attend the theatre and receive 
priority renewal of their same or 
other locations for the 2010 sea-
son.    Special 2009 Subscription 
price ends midnight September 
15th.  Only subscribers renewing 
their same location are guaran-
teed specific seats at time of re-
newal.  The Playhouse reserves 
the right to move Straight Re-
newal Subscriptions one seat to 
the left or to the right to even off a 
row.  2008 locations will be held 
until Oct. 31, 2008 at which time 
all unrenewed seats are released 
to changing and new subscribers 
based on order priority.
